Threat Category Criteria Summary/Definitions (see List Criteria/Diagram tab or SC-EPPC website for details)

Severe threat: Invasive exotic plant species which are known to pose a severe threat to the composition,
structure, or function of natural areas in the state of South Carolina.

Significant threat: Tnvasive exofic plant species which are established in natural areas, spreading independently,
and causing significant damage to natural communities; but may not be as widespread or difficult to manage as
""Severe Threat™ species.

Emerging threat: Invasive Exotic plant species found in South Carolina or in adjacent states, in limited
infestations with substantial management difficulties; or widespread with minor management difficulties.

Alert: Exotic plant species known to pose a severe threat to natural areas in adjacent states or In the southeast
with a limited distribution in South Carolina or not currently recorded here. More distribution information is
needed for most of these species.
